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A double major requires a minimum of 40 credits, including 11 credits of college core courses, 11 credits of
department core courses, 10 credits of department elective courses, and 8 credits of department free elective
courses.

College core courses, department core courses, department professional elective courses, and department free
elective courses may not be exempted by using the same or similar courses in general education courses.
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
